A Heart to Change the World...?

A number of years ago, certain
school kids put on a Christian mu-
sical play entitled, "Heart to
Change the World". The theme
was friendship evangelism and
reaching out with the love of Je-
sus. The play itself was a suc-
cess, performed on 3 or 4 occa-
sions in churches, on the street,
and a retirement home. More im-
portant than a successful perform-
ance was the heart change of the
performers. Kids were challenged
by other kids to live out the love of
the Lord, as they rehearsed and
prepared for the play. But has the
enthusiasm and joy and love re-
mained in action during these past
seasons?

This question & others, arose dur-
ing a recent conversation and
prayer time. Are kids generally
aware of God's heart for the
world? Do they realize God has a
plan for their lives? Are we, as
parents, ensuring our kids are
aware of the legacy and heritage
we possess in Jesus? What are
WE doing to see them grow in the
knowledge of the Lord? (But
they're just kids, too young to under-
stand the deep things of the Lord . . .
immature, no common-sense, full of
baloney and well...still a little disobedi-

ent. Besides they aren't gonna' be
preachers or missionaries when
they get older, so...)

Once upon a time there was a
dad named Jesse who had eight
sons (1 Sam 17). Three of the
sons served in King Saul's
army. The youngest, David,
tended his father's sheep. The
King's enemies, in the form of
their champion Goliath, chal-
lenged the King, AND God. No
one would accept the challeng-
ing task of fighting the giant.
Not the King, not the General of
the armies, not Jesse's sons.
(Who would be crazy enough to
fight a giant warrior, anywaty?)
When the youngest of Jesse's
sons stated he would fight Goli-
ath, King Saul said, "You are
but a youth..." Well... we
all know the rest of the story.

David’s learning to know God
while tending sheep paid off.
