Before we get too en-
trenched in future 2005 
events, we want to update 
everyone of our trip to the 
Philippines, as well as greet 
you during this precious 
Easter season!   
 
In the middle of February, 
Martha and I headed for Ma-
nila, where we stayed the 
night with Alberto and Gina, 
(Pastors, business leaders, 
and FFI Coordinators) and 
had dinner with some of last 
yearôs team.  They shared 
many wonderful testimonies 
about what God is doing in 
their lives as a result of 
seminars and training.   
  
The next morning, we flew 
bright and early to Baguio 
City in the northern part of 
the nation.  Weôd been in-
vited to return to YWAMôs 
Crossroads Discipleship 
Training School (CDTS).  
While there, we did an An-
cient Paths as we did last 
year, including 2 staff from 
the Family Ministries School.   
 
The CDTS included Korean 

missionaries from China and 
Korean Pastors from a 
church in the Philippines!  It 
was a wonderful blessing to 
all and many received deep 
healing.  One couple said 
their marriage was saved.  
Another father was over-
whelmed with the Fatherôs 
love and wrote letters to his 
children stateside to bless 
them and ask forgiveness.  
So many expressed their 
thanks and that they wanted 
Ancient Paths for their home 
church, when theyôve fin-
ished the field outreach.   
 
Later in the week during the 
evenings, we did some 
Training for Ministry with the 
staff from both the CDTS 
and Family Ministries 
School.  Thankfully, every 
one of them wants to con-
tinue learning this ministry 
process and become trained 
facilitators.  So, eventually 
there will be a team in Ba-
guio that can continue to 
minister in YWAM schools, 
local churches and the outly-
ing community region during 
field assignments. 
  
As usual, God created some 
divine appointments.  One 

such opportunity was to 
meet the YWAM regional 
director.  He was teaching in 
a different YWAM school 
with students from another 
S.E. Asian nation.  We met 
daily at breakfast and con-
versed about what Ancient 
Paths can do for staff and 
students.  He kept hearing 
new student testimonies 
throughout the week, so his 
interest grew daily, as he 
peppered us with questions 
about what we were doing 
and how we could continue 
to raise up a local team.  
Heôll be praying on how to 
use us/Ancient Paths in a 
future regional staff retreat. 
  
We also met with the Pastor/
Superintendent of a major 
denomination, responsible 
for oversight of 120 
churches and connected 
him with the Filipino YWAM 
CDTS leader.  So next year 
weôre hoping he can host 
seminars in his local 
churches, too.  Weôre also 
believing the CDTS and 
Family Ministries Schools 
will work together to bring us 
so we may do both schools 
at one time, and then have 
more time to begin seminars 
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Serving Jubilee since 2000!

Two other events happened in Baguio.  The annual Flower Festival took place with thousands of people swelling the streets for the 
vendors, parades, music and celebration.  Celebrating with them, Martha and I completed 34 years of covenant marriage!     
 
We left Baguio the next morning, heading for Manila and then changed planes for Cebu, the nationôs 2nd largest city!   
 
We did two 2-day workshops on FIT for Godôs Service and the Shield of Faith for Harald, Regina and their staff at the orphanage;  
plus, a few invited alumni of the Ancient Path seminars from last year.  The workshops were an investment for the staff, but an 
interactive, refreshing time we all enjoyed 
 
Then, we did one whole day with 70+ kids!  That presented quite a challenge, as did having to translate everything into Cebuano ï 
the local dialect.  The kids were great!  Some of the littlest kids remembered what we taught last year about looking in the mirror 
and saying "you are blessed".  They paid attention to every word!  Incredible!  This time, we decided to share the Treasure Tree, a 
story about their unique God-given personality.  A young Filipina lawyer-in-training helped translate as I read this story.  She was 
so tiny and really had to give all her strength to be as animated as I gesticulated, changed voices and roared, etc.  What normally 
takes about 30 minutes or so, took two hours and the kids leaned in and listened intensely to every word! 
 
As usual, no matter how long we spend in a place, itôs usually too short.  Though it was one of our quickest trips, it was very enjoy-
able and powerful.  We made new friends, renewed old acquaintances; and, continued to beat a path for more of what God may 
want to do in the future!   
 
Since our return, weôve been plotting out other events and trips for later in the year!  Weôll continue holding Ancient Path and Train-
ing for Ministry seminars, as God opens doors.  Early April finds Martha heading to Kansas City to the International House of 
Prayer for a conference on the Israeli Mandate.  Itôs also possible sheôll actually go to Israel in May for research and another con-
ference on the historical relationship between Jews and the Hispanic world!  Weôre also praying about a return to S. America ï 
Peru, Ecuador, and Costa Rica in August and September!  Needless to say, we covet your prayer covering for the timing issues, 
travel protection, financial provision, and Godôs wisdom from above!
