Of the 70 trips that we have made to the Choco, this was
one of the best, but it was also one of the most painful in
our hearts because of the misery that we saw every-
where: hundreds of people living in poverty, without food, $
without clothing, without education, malnourished chil-
dren, the majority of families without jobs (70% of these )

The donations and the team members were not sufficient
to meet such need. There were endless lines of children
asking us for clothes, books and especially toys and food.
In many cases they had never had a toy in their hands. | ,
The doctors, nurses, dentists and counselling staff at-
tended people like never before, but the medicines for $
severe diarrhea, upper respiratory problems, malnutrition )

and parasites were insufficient.
